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·  New Customs Regulations in Mexico – Circular to Customers No. 3
2nd August, 2007
Dear Customer, 

In our previous two circulars, we informed you about the new Customs 24 Hour Rule for Mexico, which applies for cargo directly to - as well as for transshipment through - Mexican ports.

The effective date remains 1st September’07 and it applies to cargo loaded at origin Port of Loading (POL) on or after this date. The first vessel affected by this is:

According to the rule, Sea Carriers must provide Mexican Customs with relevant cargo details at least 24 hours prior loading at the origin POL.

We would like to provide you with additional clarification regarding the customs requirements advised in our circular no.2, items b) & g): 

     b) 
“Amount” (= Quantity, not cargo value) of merchandise and measurement unit. If the merchandise is carried in containers, the amount (= Quantity, not cargo value) and measurement unit shall also be specified for each container.  
   

g)  “Type of Service contracted” = means either "house/door" or "port" in Mexico.
      Cargo has to be declared as house/door (for customs clearance in an inland 
      point in Mexico) or as port (for customs clearance in the port of discharge in 
      Mexico).
The documentation closing dates will follow the same timelines as those already known for 24 Hour Rule for USA and Canada.

Due to the extra workload, a Security Manifest Documentation Fee of USD 30,- per Bill of Lading will be applicable with start of new rule.

In case of a correction, a Security Manifest Correction Fee of USD 30,- per correction will apply. 

If you should need further details, Customs Authorities in Mexico have announced the new regulation in their official Gazette.It can be found on the Mexican Customs web site at: http://www.aduanas.sat.gob.mx/aduana_mexico/2007/A_Body_Normatividad.html, click on ‘Reglas Actualizadas a la Segunda Resolucion’, and find section 2.4.5.
